Course Description:
CIT 155 is for students in CIT 103/104 or 105/106 who are in the CIT IBEST program.  This course is to give ESL and basic skills support to lead to student success in the CIT program.  Randy and I want to welcome you to the IBEST program and look forward to a positive learning environment.

Course Objectives:
Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:
· Apply knowledge of mathematical concepts and procedures to answer questions and solve problems related to construction

· Use pre-reading techniques to scan for information

· Use vocabulary specific to the construction field

· Organize a notebook

· Verbalize study skill strategies

· Demonstrate note taking skills

Materials:
Students are expected to have a 3 ringed binder with dividers, paper, and pencils.  Students must bring their Carpentry book and Workbook to class.  Most of the homework directly supports the homework from 103/104.

A total of 30 points is given for notebook organization. Arriving late or leaving early affects both attendance and participation points. Scoring at least 75% of points earns students an S grade.
