COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
Overview of the construction industry, its organization, and employment opportunities.  Hands on experience with blueprint reading, measuring and layout, hand and power tools.  OSHA 10 hour safety training.    Field trips to construction sites. Emphasis on green building techniques and materials.

Required: Concurrent enrollment in CIT 104. All students should schedule an appointment with a CIT advisor.

COURSE OUTCOMES
Upon successful completion of this 4-credit course, the student will:
1. Describe how the construction industry is organized. (CT,WC,OC,GI)
2. Complete 6.5 hours toward Occupational Safety and Health (OSHA) 10 hour certification requirements. (CT,WC,OC,GI)

3. Describe the kinds of jobs skills and personal and physical attributes required for careers in the construction industry in order to create an effective plan or pathway to get a job in the industry. (CT,WC,OC,GI) 

4. Describe the sequence process of building a typical residential project. (CT,WC,OC)

5. Describe how use an architect scale, draw simple scaled orthographic drawings, read basic blueprints and apply these skills to constructing a small project. (CT,QS,WC,OC,GI)
6. Describe the basic parts of a typical light frame building and how it works to hold occupants and goods and then performs its function of protecting them from natural forces. (CT,OC)
7. Describe correct layout and setup of batter boards for excavation and foundation forms to set lines for a house. (QS, GI)

Key: CT=Critical Thinking; QS = Quantitative Skills; WC= Written Communication; OC = Oral Communication; GI = Group Interaction
ACTIVITIES TO ACHIEVE COURSE OUTCOMES
1. Attend lectures, labs/demonstrations and frequent field trips to Tiny House job site.  (Outcomes 1,2,3,4,5,6)
2. Participate in class discussion of text & handouts, quizzes and Core I exam. (Objectives 1,2,3,4,5,6)

3. Complete homework (approximately 2 hours for every hour of class time per week = 14 hours/week). All homework, quizzes and exams will be returned to the student after grading for correction and resubmission. (Objectives 1,2,3,4,5,6)

4. Compile assignments in the workbook - weekly. (Objectives 2,6)

5. Demonstrate safe worker practices in all class activities. (Objective 2)

6. Complete the following: practice setting up an extension ladder, demonstrate Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), name the basic parts of a fall protection system, assemble and wear the system correctly, complete a fall protection plan template, hold and document a job site safety meeting, obtain, interpret and present to the class two Materials Data Safety (MSD) sheets, and be able to safely use common construction power tools to complete lab projects. (Objective 2)

7. Demonstrate skill at using and blade changing: circular saw, power miter saw, table saw, nail guns, miscellaneous small power tools and complete the power tool safety test. (Objective 2)

8. Produce an accurate, scaled plan view and two related elevations and pass the orthographic shop drawing quiz. (Objective 5)

9. Perform as a team to correctly layout and set up batter boards for excavation and foundation forms and setting lines for a house that are accurate to within ½”. (Objective 6) 
ATTENDANCE POLICY:

1. Please be on time – attendance will be taken at the beginning of class. Arriving late and leaving early is disruptive to your classmates and the instructor.  If you need to leave early you will not be able to earn the 5 points for participation.  Also please tell the instructor prior to the class session starting.
