COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Basic foundation layout techniques and set up typical concrete forms for a residential footings and foundation. Construction vocabulary, introduction to both green/sustainable and typical materials, fasteners and supplies. Job site recycling and LID.  Finish OSHA 10-hour safety training. 
PREREQUISITE: Concurrent enrollment in CIT 103. 
COURSE OBJECTIVES:
Upon successful completion of this 3-credit course, the student will be able to:

1. Identify materials and methods used in creating a structural concrete wall to construction industry standards. (WC, OC,GI) 

2. Complete the OSHA 10-Hour Certificate. (WC,OC)

3. Set up typical residential concrete forms and mix concrete(CT, WC, OC, QS, GI)

4. Learn both the name and use of the common construction materials, especially those used in residential construction especially dimension lumber, engineered wood, fasteners and concrete forming tools and accessories.

5. Demonstrate safe worker practices in all lab work. (OC,GI)
6. Learn the physical properties of concrete, understand how concrete is ordered, cures, is delivered, placed, finished and greener alternatives.

7. Learn how to set up an effective job site recycling program,  learn which materials can be recycled and where.
8.  Learn how to place rigid foam insulation for concrete pours, wall and slabs.
9. Learn how to calculate concrete quantities and introduction to mix choices

Key: CT=Critical Thinking; QS = Quantitative Skills; WC= Written Communication; OC = Oral Communication; GI = Group Interaction

ACTIVITIES TO ACHIEVE OBJECTIVES:
1. Attend lectures, labs/demonstrations and optional field trips.  

(Objectives 1, 2, 3, 4, 5)

2. Participate in class discussion of text & handouts, quizzes and Core II exam. (Objectives 1,2,3,4,5)

3. Complete homework (approximately 2 hours for every hour of class time per week = 14 hours/week). All homework, quizzes and exams will be returned to the student after grading for correction and resubmission. (Objectives 1,2,3,4,5)

4. Demonstrate safe worker practices in all class activities. (Objective 5)

5. Build footing and walls forms (Objective 3 )

6. Build slab forms, mix & place concrete (Objective 3)
7. Identify concrete forming tools and equipment besides those used in class project, practice and demonstrate correct r-bar ties.
