Subject- Lesson Plan Carpentry IBEST
Instructor- Phil Darrin
Topics- Blue Print Reading and take offs –lesson 1.
Content- 

1. Explain Blue Print measurements and how to read them.
2. How to read and use an architect’s scale.

3. How to add measurements together to get a total length of an item.

Goals-
1- Students will be able to understand prints measurements and explain what the measurements are for.

2- Students will be able to demonstrate knowledge of an architect’s scale.

3- Students will be able to add together two or more dimensions from a blue print. 

Objectives-

1- Given a set of blue prints, students will be asked to give the measurement of a specified object on the print without the use of an architect scale.

2- Students will be asked to give a takeoff measurement of an object using the specified print scale and an architect scale.

3- Students will be given a group of dimensions off of the print to add together without the use of a calculator.
Materials-
1- Blueprints

2- Architect’s scale

3- Construction calculator

4- Pencil and paper

5- Tape measure or ruler

Introduction-
1- The students will be introduced to a set of blueprints and shown the different parts of a standard blue print.
2- The students will be shown an Architect’s scale and the different uses of one.

Development-

1- Instructor will demonstrate how to use blueprints to find dimensions of selected objects on the print.
2- Instructor will explain the different measurements of an Architect’s scale then ask the students to demonstrate what they have learned to the instructor.

3- Instructor will demonstrate how to pull a group of dimensions off of a blueprint and add or subtract them together to find an unknown measurement on the print.

Practice-

1- Students will practice locating and finding measurements of specified objects on a blueprint.

2- Students will be given a couple of sample items to scale and asked to demonstrate how to read the scale to the instructor and in a small group.
3- Students will practice taking a group of dimensions and adding or subtracting them to find an unknown measurement on the print.

Conclusion/Evaluation-
1- Instructor will observe the students practicing the techniques they were shown and answer any questions that arise.
2- Students will be asked to practice using the techniques they learned as homework and report back the following day.
